The children will also be brainstorming the above enquiry 
question, to demonstrate their prior knowledge. They will be 
predicting what will happen to ice in different places around school. 
During the next couple of weeks, the children will be testing ice 
changes; observing what happens and giving their explanations. In 
maths the children will be deepening their understanding of 
composition of number 5 as well as creating ‘Five-wise’ and ‘Pairwise’ 
patterns. There will be a ‘Winter home’ role-play area, with small 
world sets too. The children will be enjoying lots of child-initiated 
learning through play and shared co-construction with friends.
